TUITION DUE

Tuition time already? September Tuition is due by
July 10. We know it isn’t your favorite thing, but
by collecting September tuition in July we are able
to accomplish two very important things: we get a
much clearer picture of enroliment for next year
(families in the middle of a move sometimes forget
to call the preschool they are leaving behind) and
we carefully meet our budget needs: the school
year may be 9 months long but the budget
demands are 12 months long. Nearly all of our
supplies and large budget items like equipment
and curriculum need to be paid for before you all

return to Open House in September.

You have 3 payment options to choose from:

Families may choose one of the following payment
options:

A: Annual — payment in full due July 10, 2011.

B. Semester - July 10, 2011 and

November 10, 2011.

C. Monthly — September tuition is due July 10th

and the remainder is due the first of each month.
